Research activities within Stardust-R

the Early Stage Researchers (ESRs) from the Stardust-R network and see how they plan 
to deal with them. The event will take the form of a discussion panel, so anybody interested 
and from any background is invited to join and bring their own perspective into the talk. 
Event planning: First the ESRs will introduce these topics with short presentations, fol-
lowed by a discussion between them on the hot-topics and research interests. The public 
will then be involved to participate to the discussions with questions and ideas.
